D:Come in.  Hi Jenna, take a seat.

H:Okay, I’m gonna give you this pie now Dr. Pomatter.

D:Oh, thank you.  Thank you very much.  Look at that.  You know what?  Just push all of those onto the floor.  Go ahead, push them off, it’s fine.  I’ll get to them later.

D:Well, un-congratulations.  You’re definitely having a baby.

H:Un- thank you.

D:So, for the next eight months, if you need me, I’m here.  If you have any questions, just give a call.  We’ll be doing some tests, all of which I’ll tell you about before they happen.  And I’m going to give you a prescription for pre-natal vitamins.  And do you have any questions for me?

H:What kind of questions?

D:I don’t know, concerns about your pregnancy?  Dos and Don’ts.  Anything you’re wondering about?  Exercise, sex?

H:I don’t really do much of either of those things, so…

D:Okay, any diet concerns?

H:Not really, I mean, just eat healthy, right?

D:Eat healthy.  Umm, avoid certain cheeses, certain fish.  The receptionist, she can give you a list of good and bad foods for your pregnancy, general dos and don’ts.

H:Okay.

D:And here is your prescription.  Sorry.  And, uh, it was very nice to meet you, Jenna. And I’ll want to see you again in about three weeks.

H:Okay…. I do have one question.

D:Shoot.

H:How pregnant am I exactly?

D:Very pregnant.  There’s really only one degree of pregnancy, so to speak.

H:No, I mean, how far along am I?

D:About six weeks, give or take.

H:Yup, that was Earl getting me drunk that night, all right.
